Often dog fouling is caused by people not
watching their dog and not realising that it
has fouled. If you own a dog, you are

responsible for it, whether it's on or off the

lead. Be aware of where your dog is and what
it's doing at all times.

A person in charge of a dog MUST clean up

after it.
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
