Biodiversity Duty

Local authorities that operate in England must consider what they can do to conserve
and enhance biodiversity. This is the strengthened ‘biodiversity duty’ introduced by
the Environment Act 2021. A summary of the Act can be accessed here and the full
legislation can be found here.

The Duty has been introduced in response to declines in biodiversity across the UK,
and government’s aim to progress nature recovery and drive biodiversity
improvement.

In order to comply with the Biodiversity Duty, we must:

1. Consider what we can do to conserve and enhance biodiversity.
2. Agree policies and specific objectives based on our consideration.
3. Act to deliver our policies and achieve our objectives.

We must complete our first consideration of what action we can take to conserve and
enhance biodiversity by 1 January 2024, and we must agree our policies/objectives
as soon as possible after this. We must also publish a progress report relating to the
first reporting period which must end no later than 1 January 2026, and the report
must be published within 12 weeks of the end of the reporting period. The duty
stipulates that we reconsider the actions that we can take within 5 years of
completing our previous consideration.

The Government’s guidance indicates some of the areas through which local
authorities could comply with the Duty. This includes compliance through the

planning function (including preparedness for Biodiversity Net Gain); compliance
through management of the land that the local authority owns (e.g considering
mowing regimes, and reducing use of herbicides, pesticides, peat and water); and
compliance through education and engagement (e.g engagement with the public,
stakeholders, and networks).

A first consideration of what can be done to enhance and conserve biodiversity in
these areas has been made through discussions between Policy & Strategy,
Planning Policy, Development Management, and Greenspace. Potential actions and
policies identified within these discussions have been recorded and the process to
refine, agree, and publish these will commence in the New Year.

We will shortly be publishing a statement on our Climate Change webpage to
highlight the occurrence of this first consideration and the next steps.

Update

The UK Shared Prosperity Fund is a central pillar of the UK government’s Levelling
Up agenda and provides £2.6 billion of funding for local investment by March 2025.
The Fund aims to improve pride in place and increase life chances across the UK
investing in communities and place, supporting local business, and people and skills.

North Herts Councils UKSPF £1.5m investment plan was approved, of which, £365k
was allocated to active communities programmes including:
o 1 xFT Active Communities Officer to work for the leisure contractor creating
opportunities for the North Herts community to get moving more.
e Low-cost instructor led outdoor fitness classes for the community.
¢ Relaunch of exercise referral scheme at leisure facilities, providing eight
weeks free membership.
¢ Installation/upgrades of outdoor gyms equipment in North Herts.

Digital Transformation

This Members Information note provides a detailed update on what's happening in
this area.

Digital transformation is about using digital technology to help us work and deliver
services in the most efficient and effective way. Digital transformation puts
technology in the forefront of how we do things, being ‘digital by default’ across the
council, and linking services together to bring many benefits to staff and customers.
Benefits will include:

e Enhancing productivity by removing manual and duplicate processes and
increase automation.

e Gaining better customer insight through joined up data to help us design our
services around our customers’ needs in line with our People First priority.

¢ Reducing the number of systems we use through a common platform used by
many staff, for many purposes.

e Repetitive and manual tasks will be removed or automated freeing up staff
time to focus on what's more important.

e Gain more time and have access to greater digital tools by adopting some of
the new Microsoft apps available to us such as Microsoft power apps suite,
Microsoft co-pilot, Microsoft Designer, and moving to windows 11.

To realise these benefits, we have created a new Digital Programme that will focus
on several key areas. We will start by introducing our new digital platform called
Connect. This platform will replace our current Customer Relationship Management
(CRM) system (Achieve/Caseviewer) and customer portal (MyAccount). However,
this is so much more than a CRM system. Connect will enable us to build our own
software applications, that can work on their own or join up with others. One of our
key areas of focus is to reduce the number of software systems we have across the
council in turn reducing our external costs on licensing and maintenance and all the

difficulties that come with having several hundred different applications that often do
not talk to each other.

A new Digital Services team has been formed to work on the programme and a
senior group has been formed to provide strategic oversight of the programme, which
includes Councillor input. The group will give advice and guidance where
appropriate, ultimately overseeing the successful delivery of the project against the
project vision:

"To deliver the council's digital modernisation programme, through the
implementation of our new digital platform Connect, to enhance productivity for our
staff and improved service delivery for our customers."

However, this is a council-wide programme that everyone will be involved in at some
point. The Digital Services team will work with teams and service areas to see how
we can assist in freeing up much needed time for everyone.

Digital survey results

You may remember we asked all staff and Councillors to complete a digital maturity
assessment survey (DMA) in August. The DMA is a tool designed to support our
digital strategy which measures the level of digital awareness and readiness in an
organisation and can help identify any action required. Thank you to the Councillors
who took part. Our assessment results were positive, showing on average that
officers and councillors are confident using technology, and are ready to adapt to
new ways of working. This now puts us in a great position to move forward with our
digital programme.

Digital champions
We are establishing a group of enthusiastic digital champions from across the council
to support the council in reaching its full digital potential.

Councillor Portal

We will be changing the councillor portal; we are aware many councillors are not
using the portal currently and a small number are, so we want to get your feedback to
help with the development of the councillor portal replacement.

Settle are relying on
exemption xi in the deed of covenant dated 31 March 2003 which imposes the
obligation to pay clawback.

The proposed project to which the proceeds will be applied is the John Barker Place
regeneration project. Whilst it is still considered appropriate to suspend payment of
the clawback for three years to allow settle the opportunity to invest the proceeds into
Social Housing, The Council cannot at this stage agree the specific details of the
Social Housing provision as until the precise proposals for the later phases of the John
Barker Place regeneration project are known the clawback cannot be committed to
that project. Once the detail of the Social Housing to be provided by the John Barker
place regeneration scheme is known, together with the financial modelling, then the
Council will determine whether this clawback should be allocated to that scheme or
an alternative scheme.

Clawback is 25% of the greater of the Disposal Gain or the Development Gain. In this
transaction, there is no Development Gain to consider, so the only relevant calculation
is the Disposal Gain. The clawback calculation for the property has been agreed
between the parties as follows:

LEGAL IMPLICATIONS

The Service Director: Resources has delegated authority for ‘Approvals for any
overage, claw back or similar arrangement pursuant to the Stock Transfer
Agreement’.

The value paid by settle for the housing at stock transfer was based on its continued
use as Social Housing. The deed of covenant provides compensation to the Council
for property disposals by settle that are above the equivalent value at stock transfer.
As the principle of this is to protect the volume of Social Housing in the District, there
is an exemption that allows settle to reinvest this money into Social Housing or
Community Benefit (as defined by the agreement) schemes within 3 years. The
parties have entered into a protocol which governs how this exemption will operate
in practice. The protocol permits the Council to suspend collection of clawback to
allow settle the opportunity to comply with the terms of the exemption. As long as
the request is reasonable then it should not be refused. So, this does not provide an
opportunity for the Council to obtain additional funding.

FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS

A significant amount of clawback has been suspended for use on the John Barker
Place scheme. This clawback would take the total to £3,071,306.86. It has also been
agreed that £1,760,000 of previously suspended clawback will be used on phases 1
and 2 of the John Barker Place scheme. Within its capital programme, the Council
has also allocated £1.096 million towards this scheme. The overall value of the Social
Housing within the scheme will need to be reviewed when a final proposal is in place.
This will determine whether it is appropriate to confirm the use of the suspended
clawback and also the use of the Council’s own funding.

RISK IMPLICATIONS

No security is being sought to ensure payment of the clawback in the event that the
social housing scheme is not delivered. Therefore, there is a risk that settle will not
have the funds to pay the clawback if they are unable to deliver the scheme. However
this is considered unlikely
