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Abstract

A survey of the route of a proposed oil pipeline in the vicinity of Darleyhall was
carried out in order to ascertain whether or not there was an Anglo-Saxon cemetery
situated on the route, since a single burial of the period had been found in the

locality ¢1913. The survey located no such cemetery, but a Romano-British site was
found and investigated in a limited way.
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
